Breakout  Sessions: Traditional 90-minute panel presentation sessions, usually involving a moderator and no more than 2-3 speakers.  It can also be a single presenter.

Examples include implementation of tools such as smart growth ordinances, innovative storm water management techniques, transportation finance, mixed-use design principles, smart growth financing models, etc.

Preference may be given to field tour proposals that are within reasonable walking distance or that can provide transportation.
