Rules:

1. Nominated projects or persons must be located or based in Rhode Island.  In an effort to reflect the diversity of planning, entries may include: plans, process, reports, projects, programs or ordinances.  Entries can also be those projects or efforts, which are not yet complete, but are sufficiently far enough along that the plans or the projects are being used and/or partially implemented.

2. All entries must use this Awards Form.

3. Project entries must include an abstract or summary limited to one-page, stating the problem to be resolved and describing the project’s scope, intent, goals.

4. Project entries must also include a one or two page statement outlining the planning issues and planning concepts used in the project, how the submission meets the criteria of originality, transferability, quality, implementation, and comprehensiveness, and a description of the project’s merits which justify consideration of an award.

5. In the case of a nominated person, a one-page narrative resume must be submitted along with a one or two page statement describing his/her contributions that merit consideration for the selected category of award.  Supporting information, such as a copy of a planning report or newspaper story may also be submitted.

6. Submit six (6) bound copies of items 2-5 to the below address.

7. The submission may include one copy of additional information that the entrant feels necessary to further support the entry (photos, large sheet drawings, maps, slides, multi-color graphics).

Nominations must be received by Friday, July 23, 2004 by 4:00 P.M.
